8.	Commission's position: The Commission can accept all amendments. At the same time, the Commission regrets the limited powers delegated to it to adapt the data requirements by way of delegated acts. Such adaptations would thus need to be ensured through an ordinary legislative procedure and entail the risk of divergence between the balance of payments data requirements established by the Regulation and the similar data requirements of the ECB, at least temporarily.
9.	Outlook for amendment of the proposal: There is no need for a formal modified proposal, as there is already agreement between the European Parliament and the Council, endorsed by the Commission.
10.	Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: The Coreper approved the compromise text on 24 February 2016. After the positive vote of the European Parliament, the legislative file was adopted by the Council on 30 May 2016.
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
