The Commission regrets that the result of the negotiations deviates from the procedures envisaged in the Common Approach on Decentralised Agencies.
In this regard, the Commission made the following statement during European Parliament's Plenary of 28 October 2015:
"The Commission takes note of the political agreement reached between the European Parliament and Council. The Commission regrets that this agreement is not fully aligned with the principles of the Common Approach on the EU decentralised agencies nor with the financial rules applicable to these agencies and considers that the agreed text on the governance of the agency and on its funding is without prejudice to any future legislative texts. The possibility of funding part of CEPOL's tasks through ad hoc grants or delegation agreements contradicts the fundamental principle that the tasks of an agency as described in its constituent act are financed by the annual contribution from the EU budget and not through ad hoc grants or delegation agreements. The Commission underlines that the respect of this principle is essential to allow the budget authority to take an informed decision about the annual contribution foreseen for each agency in the annual budget. The Commission refers to the Framework Financial Regulation for agencies
 which limits the possibility for agencies to receive funding through ad hoc grants or delegation agreements to exceptional cases in line with the principle of transparency and sound financial management."

1) Cost-benefit analysis: Additional language to recital 5 on the absence of a specific cost‑benefit analysis on possibly retaining a dual reporting system, but assuming as reasonable that the minor benefits of retaining such dual reporting would be outweighed by the costs.
2) Revision of the Savings Agreements with the Dependent and Associated Territories: Addition of a new recital 11 requiring the Commission to take an active role on the facilitation and promotion of the revision of these Agreements.
3) The submission by the Commission of a Report assessing the transition between the Savings Directive and Directive 2014/107/EU, to be submitted by 1 July 2016, and encompassing not only the transition between the two Directives but also the revision of the Agreements with the five European non-EU countries (Switzerland, Liechtenstein, San Marino, Monaco and Andorra) and the agreements between each of the Member States and the 12 associated or dependent territories. A follow-up report would be due by 1 October 2017.
The position of the Commission as regards these proposals is as follows:
1) The Commission can accept amendment 1 since it takes into account the Commission's position.
2) The Commission cannot accept amendment 2 since the Council has not given a mandate to the Commission for intervening in the revision of the bilateral agreements between the Member States and those territories. Given the bilateral nature of the Agreements and in the lack of a mandate the Commission cannot accept such proposal and commit to take an active role as regards those agreements.
3) The Commission cannot accept amendment 3 in its current form, as the dates foreseen for Commission reports are not compatible with the timelines set forth in the Directive. It should be noted that the first exchanges of information under Directive 2014/107/EU will only take place by September 2017.

a) Scope of application: The Commission cannot accept amendments 8, 28, 30, 31, 32, 34, 36, 40, 42, 43, 50 and 56 where the European Parliament requests that the Directive should cover all tax rulings and not only those which are cross-border. An extension to all rulings will dramatically increase the administrative burden of the public authorities and will not help to tax authorities to focus their attention on the main issues. In addition, the legal basis for this Commission initiative is to remove obstacles for the proper functioning of the internal market.
Amendment 37 can be accepted as the text already includes within its scope associations of persons recognised as having the capacity to perform legal acts but lacking the status of a legal person and any other legal arrangement being subject to any of the taxes covered by the Directive.
b) Indefinite retroactivity: The Commission cannot accept amendment 35 that imposes the obligation to exchange information on rulings issued before the date of entry into force of the new Directive without time limit and that are still valid on that date. The Commission considers that a period of retroactivity of 5 years including those issued in 2012 and 2013 still valid on 1.1.2014 and all rulings issued after 1.1.2014 until 31.12.2016 is a balanced and proportionate solution.
c) Timing: The Commission cannot accept amendment 38 and 39 according to which the information should be communicated immediately and at the latest one month after the tax rulings are issued. In respect of existing rulings the exchange should take place before 1.4.2017. The Commission considers that, in order to facilitate the tasks of tax authorities, information should be exchanged following an automatic, and therefore more systematic, approach, meaning at pre-defined intervals (every 6 months at the latest within 3 months) rather than spontaneously. With respect to existing rulings the information has to be exchanged at the latest by 31.12.2017. The timing takes into consideration the substantial administrative burden that tax authorities are facing lately due to the latest changes in the Directive on administrative cooperation, namely its extension to different types of income (including the global standard on AEOI on financial accounts).
d)
Development of a central database: The Commission can accept amendment 57 concerning the obligation on the Commission to develop a secure central directory. As regards the timing proposed in the amendment, the Commission cannot accept it and supports the compromise text that foresees the creation of a central directory not by 31.12.2016 as requested by the amendment but by 31.12.2017 and the existing rulings shall be uploaded by 1.1.2018 and not by 1.4.2017.
