Commission's position: The European Parliament's resolution supports the Commission proposal, subject to an amendment in Article 10 b (5):

"The Commission shall inform the Member States and the European Parliament of the amounts resulting from this calculation before 1 February of the year following the year of supply of data for the adjustments. Each Member State shall enter the net amount in the account referred to in Article 9 on the first working day of June of that same year."

The Commission can agree to the amendment proposed by the European Parliament in its resolution. Having said this, it is for the Council to decide on whether to include the proposed amendment, especially in the light of the extensive financial reporting which the Commission delivers annually to the Budget Authority including the budget estimates, the accounts and the financial report.

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: The Council's position is not yet established. With a view to supporting progress in the Council framework, the Commission intends to draw the Council's attention to the Commission's position on Parliament's proposed amendment orally.

10.
Outlook for the adoption of the proposal: Discussions will continue with Member States (Working Party on Own Resources) during the first semester of 2016. Final adoption is expected under the Dutch Presidency, and before the Own Resources Decision enters into force.
