Commission's position: The Commission can accept all amendments agreed by the co-legislators, as they are in line with the Commission's overall objectives:
· The enlarged scope of eligible products maintains the priority for fresh fruit and vegetables and for drinking milk and is accommodated by strict conditions, such as the involvement of health authorities, with a view to promoting healthy eating habits for children.
· As regards the financing provisions, the increased envelope for the supply of milk and milk products is in line with the budget earmarked in the Multiannual Financial Framework. The percentage of the possible transfer between the indicative allocation for fruit and vegetables and milk remains limited, and should not jeopardise a balanced development of both fruit and vegetables and milk envelope.

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: There is no need for a formal modified proposal, as there is already agreement between the European Parliament and the Council, endorsed by the Commission.

Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: The Council adopted its position on 11 April 2016.

Nevertheless, in Article 12 concerning the repeal of the former Regulation on Harmonised indices of consumer prices, a new paragraph (3) on the repeal of implementing acts adopted under the former Regulation and the simultaneous entry into force of all new implementing acts was introduced on the initiative of the Council. The Commission was against this new provision throughout, given concerns on the way the legislator interferes with the adoption of implementing acts by the Commission. As such the Commission is of the opinion that this provision should be considered an ad hoc solution in the spirit of reaching a compromise.

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: There is no need for a formal modified proposal, as there is already agreement between the European Parliament and Council, endorsed by the Commission.

Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: On 18 December 2015, the Coreper endorsed the draft compromise. Therefore, after the positive vote of the European Parliament, the legislative file is on the Council agenda as an "A" item on 21 April 2016, where the Council is expected to adopt it in first reading.

The Council adopted its position at the AGRIFISH Council on 11 April 2016. The Act was signed on 13 April by the EP and the Council and published in the Official Journal on 18 April 2016.
