8.	Commission's position: 
The compromise text keeps all the key elements of the Commission's original proposal. Most importantly, it 1) includes the improvement of regional coordination by establishing regional coordination groups and enabling regional work plans, 2) provides for new types of data collection needed for the CFP (ecosystem data, aquaculture data), and 3) enables compatible data storage systems to simplify the procedures for data provision to end users such as ICES and STECF.
The Commission has earlier agreed to the major amendment agreed between the European Parliament and the Council, splitting up the Multiannual Programme in a delegated and an implementing act. Although this split might slightly increase the workload of the Commission, it is a workable solution. All other agreed amendments have already been agreed earlier, therefore the compromise is acceptable.
9.	Outlook for amendment of the proposal:
There is no need for a formal modified proposal, as there is already agreement between the European Parliament and Council, endorsed by the Commission.
10.	Outlook for the adoption of Council's position:
Council adopted the proposal on 25 April 2017.
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
