Subject: The Commission, recognising that Sweden faced an emergency situation characterised by a sudden inflow of nationals of third countries in its territory, tabled a proposal to temporarily suspend the obligations of Sweden under the relocation mechanism and providing it, as appropriate, with operational support.
5.	Interinstitutional reference number: 2015/0314(NLE)
6.	Legal basis: Article 78(3) of the TFEU
7.	Competent Parliamentary Committee: Committee on Civil Liberties, Justice and Home affairs (LIBE)
8.	Commission's position: The Commission can accept the resolution as adopted in plenary including all three amendments by the Parliament. The Commission can accept these three amendments, as they only concern factual additions in the recitals (indicating that Sweden is facing "both challenges of being a country of first arrival and final destination", adding the numbers of arrivals in Sweden until March 2016 and recognising the special needs of minors).
9.	Outlook for amendment of the proposal: The Commission will not present a modified proposal.
10.	Outlook for the adoption of the proposal: The JHA Council adopted the proposal as an "A" point at its meeting on 9-10 June 2016.
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
