Follow-up to the European Parliament resolution on the fight against trafficking in human beings in the EU's external relations, adopted by the Commission on 16 November 2016

Subject: Strengthening and streamlining cooperation on action against trafficking in human beings

Brief analysis/assessment of the resolution and of requests made in it:

The resolution stresses the transnational nature of trafficking in human beings (THB) but also deplores the role of the developed countries as creators of demand for sexual services that drives THB. To this effect, the resolution calls for reviewing the links between demand, trafficking and national prostitution regulation. It further underscores the need to further identify victims of trafficking. Furthermore, it highlights the role information technologies can play in THB. Generally, the resolution welcomes the work of the Commission and particularly of the EU Anti-Trafficking Coordinator. The resolution further stresses the function of THB as a crime driven by demand and profits and asks the Commission to crack down on this pattern.  In addition, it stresses the need to address child trafficking.

16. "Calls on the Commission to evaluate the use of the internet in the context of human trafficking, particularly as regards online sexual exploitation; …";
The EU Strategy towards the eradication of trafficking in human beings 2012-2016 (EU Strategy) identifies online recruitment as an emerging theme which needs attention. The EU strategy stipulates that the Commission will, under the safer internet funding programme, support projects that aim to increase knowledge of recruitment over the internet and via social networks – including recruitment done with the help of intermediaries. In light of this, the Commission/ Office of EU Anti-trafficking Coordinator has been supporting and implementing the actions on online recruitment over the internet and via social media, including through intermediaries, through the funding of various projects which have developed/ will develop the knowledge base, and organised an expert conference in 2013.

The Commission is preparing a post-2016 policy framework addressing trafficking in human beings, as stipulated in the European Agenda on Security
. The outcome will be presented in the coming months.

17. "Asks the Commission to adjust its cooperation with third countries to take into consideration the new development of trafficking via the internet; calls on the Commission and Europol to consider the possibilities of cooperation between the European anti-cybercrime bodies (especially in the framework of Europol) and those of third countries; requests that the Commission also consider all useful means of cooperation with internet service providers with a view to the detection and combating of trafficking-related online content; requests that the Commission keep Parliament duly informed";
As stated in the EU Strategy towards the Eradication of THB 2012-2016, the Commission will continue addressing the role of the use of internet in THB. A special chapter in the first EU Report on Progress in the fights against THB
 is dedicated to the use of internet.

The focus of the Commission activities in this field is to identify how new technologies can best function as tools for prevention. In this regard, to mark the Seventh EU Anti-Trafficking Day, the Lithuanian Presidency and the European Commission organised in Vilnius, on 18 October 2013, a conference entitled "Exploring the Links between the Internet and Trafficking in Human Beings: Cyberspace for Prevention, not Recruitment"
. The conference aimed at exploring and raising awareness on the links between the Internet and trafficking in human beings and improving cooperation between Member States working together with different stakeholders in this context.
The Commission is building upon the discussions and results of the aforementioned conference and is further exploring the links between trafficking in human beings and the use of new technologies including using input from Europol data on the recent developments. Relevant projects have been funded and the Commision is engaging at working level on this issue.

26. "Urges the EU and the Member States to make the necessary efforts to combat forced labour in EU industries abroad, and in relation to third countries, by applying and enforcing labour standards and supporting governments in adopting labour laws providing minimum protection standards for workers, including foreign workers and to ensure that European companies operating in third countries respect these standards; urges governments to enforce labour laws, treat all workers fairly, guaranteeing the same rights to all workers irrespective of their nationality or origin and root out corruption; calls for further international cooperation to strengthen labour migration policies and to elaborate and implement better regulation of labour recruiters";
The Commission supported a decisive EU contribution to the 105th International Labour Conference (ILC) discussion on Global Supply Chains in June 2016. Agreed conclusions on decent work in Global Supply Chains were the key outcome of the ILC. They form the basis for an ambitious role of ILO through data, research, capacity building, guidance, international cooperation and initiatives, labour standards and social dialogue. They refer to due diligence in line with the UN guiding principles on business and human rights and well reflect EU policies, notably on the role of trade, transparency, public procurement and international initiatives.

In addition, the Commission actively promotes the ratification and implementation of the Protocol of 2014 to the Forced Labour Convention, 1930, of the International Labour Organisation by Member States as part of the EU's decent work agenda and EU’s strategy on eradicating trafficking in human beings. The Commission closely cooperates with the ILO on addressing forced labour.

30. "Stresses that forced marriage can be seen as a form of trafficking in human beings if it contains an element of exploitation of the victim, and calls on all Member States to include this dimension in their definition of trafficking in human beings; stresses that exploitation may be sexual (marital rape, forced prostitution and pornography) or economic (domestic work and forced begging), and that the ultimate aim of trafficking can be forced marriage (selling a victim as a spouse or entering into a marriage under duress); recalls the potential transnational character of forced marriage; calls therefore on the Member States to ensure that the national authorities in charge of migration are adequately trained in the issue of forced marriage in the context of trafficking; calls on the Commission to also strengthen the exchange of best practices in this regard";
A special chapter in the first EU Report on Progress in the fights against THB is dedicated to THB for the purpose of forced or sham marriages. As one of the "other forms of exploitation"
, some Member States (such as BE, EE, LV, and SK) have reported forced marriages and sham marriages
 amongst the new emerging trends in trafficking in human beings during the reporting period. In particular, sham marriages present an issue of serious concern for Latvia, and were included as one of the main priorities for discussion during the Latvian Presidency of the EU in 2015
, reporting that a considerable number of registered victims of trafficking in human beings from Latvia were forced into sham marriages in Ireland with third-country nationals.
The European Commission has issued a Handbook on addressing the issue of alleged marriages of convenience between EU citizens and non-EU nationals to address this issue in the context of EU law on free movement of EU citizens
.
Europol indicates that it is possible to expect that the current migration and refugee crisis will result in more forced marriages due to the increased attempts by migrants and asylum applicants to gain legitimate residency
. Tackling marriages of convenience is one of the EMPACT Facilitation of Illegal Immigration (FII) priorities.

In April 2016, the Commission organised a seminar on "Combating female genital mutilation and other harmful practices", as part of its Mutual Learning Programme in Gender Equality.
 This allowed Member States to exchange good practices on how to tackle a range of harmful practices, including forced marriage.
Since November 2015 the Commission has continued to assist the Member States in implementation of the Directive 2012/29/EU establishing minimum standards on the rights, support and protection of victims of crime. This includes the Commission involvement in the European Victims’ Rights Network, established in May 2016, which aims at gathering the officials from all Member States to exchange best practices on victims' rights and facilitate cooperation between competent authorities in cross-border cases and which upcoming meetings will focus on victims’ rights to individual assessment of their specific protection needs and access to information. Remit of such actions could include victims of trafficking.

Similarly, activities on mutual learning, exchange of good practices and development of working methods which may be transferable to other countries related to implementation and practical application of the EU acquis on victims' rights are to be funded under 2016 Action grants to support transnational projects to enhance the rights of victims of crime (EUR 3 million in total).

35. "Calls for the strengthening of national guardianship systems for children in Europe, as part of the EU’s anti-trafficking strategy which recognises the vital role guardians play in protecting children from harm";
The European Commission and the EU Agency for Fundamental Rights have published a Handbook on Guardianship for children deprived of parental care, which seeks to support Member States' authorities in strengthening their guardianship systems and practices to ensure they are better equipped to deal with the specific needs of child victims of trafficking. The handbook is available in all official EU languages.

The Brussels IIa Regulation is of particular relevance for guardianship of unaccompanied children in migration as it determines jurisdiction of the courts of the Member State where the child is present to, for example, make a guardianship order and ensures recognition of this guardianship throughout the EU without any other formality. Existing channels of cooperation through Central Authorities can be used for the transfer of guardianship of children in migration but are presently underused. To this end, the Commission will provide funding (EUR 3.5 million) to support the training of judges and other relevant professionals on EU judicial cooperation instruments including the Brussels IIa Regulation. Furthermore, in the context of the 30 June 2016 adopted review of the Brussels IIa Regulation, provisions to strengthen the cooperation with child welfare authorities, particularly relevant for unaccompanied children, have been introduced.

In addition, under its Rights, Equality, and Citizenship programme (2016 Annual Work Programme), the Commission is supporting (EUR 3 million) action grants to strengthen national child protection systems, particularly to build capacity of foster care and guardianship for unaccompanied children.  These grants are expected to improve or help build guardianship and foster care systems (excluding running costs).

The Commission will also organise the 10th European Forum on the rights of the child on 29 and 30 November on the topic of the protection of children in migration, and will organise a dedicated side-event for guardianship institutions, to foster cooperation and coordination between guardianship institutions.

45. "Calls on the Commission to condemn trafficking in human beings whose purpose is the removal of organs and adopt a clear attitude towards the illegal trade in organs, tissues and cells; calls on the EU to encourage medical associations and transplant societies to develop a Code of Ethical Conduct for health professionals and transplant centres regarding the way of obtaining an organ transplant abroad and the procedure for post-transplant care; points out the citizens of the world’s most impoverished communities are particularly vulnerable to becoming victims of illicit organ trafficking";
Trafficking in human beings for the purposes of organ removal is explicitly included within the scope of Directive 2011/36/EU and any such offences are therefore subject to the penalties laid down in it. Directive 2004/23/EC recommends tissue and cell donation to be voluntary and unpaid in nature, while Directive 2010/53/EU makes this a binding requirement for organ donation. The latest report from the Commission on the implementation of voluntary and unpaid donation for tissues and cells, published in April 2016, outlines the penalties in place across the EU Member States for failure to respect this requirement. Furthermore, Directive (EU) 2015/566 lays down procedures for the verification of the equivalency of the quality and safety of imported tissues and cells with those donated and procured within the EU. These new rules thus make it more difficult to import into the EU any tissues and cells which might be subject to illegal or fraudulent activity in third countries.

A recent EU-funded project, the HOTT Project (international research project, "combating trafficking in persons for the purpose of organ removal"), deals with the issue of trafficking in human beings for the purpose of organ removal. As part of its work, the project has produced a number of recommendations including those on the ethical and legal obligations of healthcare providers and on enhancing partnerships between transplant professionals and law enforcement.

46. "Calls for the ratification and implementation of the Council of Europe Convention against Trafficking in Human Organs; asks the EU to call on third-country governments to take legal action against health care professionals, hospitals and private clinics who are operating in the illicit and lucrative organ transplant market";
The Commission works closely with the Council of Europe on organs-related trafficking and will continue to support the Council of Europe in its implementation of the Convention against Trafficking in Human Organs once ratified.

51. "Calls on the Commission and the Member States to take measures to prevent ‘transplant tourism’ by adopting measures that increase the availability of legally procured organs with a view to enhancing the prevention of illicit organ procurement and to set up a transparent system for traceability of transplanted organs, while ensuring the anonymity of donors; calls on the Commission to draw up guidelines to encourage the participation of the Member States in collaborative partnerships such as Eurotransplant and Scandiatransplant";

The Action Plan on Organ Donation and Transplantation (2009 - 2015) – "Strengthened Cooperation between Member States" – had, as one of its main goals, increased levels of organ availability, and a number of Joint Actions and projects under this Action Plan have contributed to this goal. The Commission is currently carrying out a final review of the Action Plan and will consider the need for follow-up actions. Directive 2010/53/EU lays down rules which require Member States to ensure that all organs are fully traceable from the donor to the recipient and vice versa. The Commission is currently preparing the first Report on implementation of this Directive which will show the extent of progress made in this area. That Directive also provides a general framework for Member States' involvement in European organ exchange organisations. Currently, 12 Member States are exchanging organs as members of such organisations. In addition, the Commission has also supported, though the Third Programme of Union's action in the field of Health, the ACCORD Joint Action which brings together Members States competent bodies to help them facilitate official exchange of organs across borders. This Joint Action has, amongst others, built a dedicated IT platform for exchanging rare organs that are hard to match to donors.

67. "… urges the Commission to take legal action against Member States that fail to implement it, and to publish as soon as possible the implementation report which was due in April 2015";
Out of the 27 concerned Member States, 26 have communicated to the Commission full transposition of the Anti-Trafficking Directive. The one remaining, Germany, has informed about the adoption of the law transposing the Directive. However, the Commission has yet to receive notification of full transposition as per the relevant procedures. An infringement against this Member State remains open on grounds of non-communication.
The Commission has been particularly proactive monitoring the implementation of the Directive: only one month after the transposition deadline, in May 2013, the Commission had opened 13 infringements based on non-communication. In November 2013, the Commission had sent four Reasoned Opinions as part of infringement proceedings for non-communication to Spain, Luxembourg, Italy and Cyprus. This demonstrates the commitment of the Commission not to hesitate in taking actions for ensuring implementation of EU law.

The report on the extent to which the Member States comply with the Directive (Article 23, paragraph 1) is foreseen to be presented by the Commission in the fourth quarter of 2016. Should the legal assessment reveal non-conformity with Union law, the Commission recalls that, in its role as Guardian of the Treaties, it may take the necessary action, including where appropriate infringement procedures. It is important to take under consideration the very comprehensive nature of the Directive, since it covers criminal sanctions, assistance to and protection of victims and prevention, as well as the very dynamic processes in place. To avoid multi-reporting and ensure consistency and coherence, as well as to be able to take into account the results of the Compliance Study, the report on Article 23 par 1 will be accompanied by the report assessing the impact of existing national law, establishing as a criminal offence the use of the services which are the objects of exploitation of THB, on prevention of this crime, accompanied if necessary by adequate proposals (Article 23, paragraph 2).

78. "Calls on the Commission, the competent EU agencies and the Member States to develop gender-specific training for staff working in law and border enforcement services in order to better identify and assist potential victims of trafficking, in particular trafficking for sexual exploitation";
The study on Gender Dimension of THB, a deliverable of the EU anti-trafficking strategy, engages with the practices of the EU Justice and Home Affairs agencies, especially Europol, Eurojust, the European Union Agency for Fundamental Rights (FRA), the European Police College (CEPOL), and the European Agency for the Management of Operational Cooperation at the External Borders (Frontex
). This includes a review of the materials through which they trained officers. The findings are that much progress has been made since the inception of the strategy to eradicate trafficking in human beings, particularly with regard to inter-agency cooperation and the coordination of activities. However, the embrace of the gender perspective remains uneven. Better acknowledgement of the gender-specific dimensions of trafficking and the development of gender exper​tise in addressing these would improve the likelihood of effective prosecution of traffickers. This could include the use of explicitly gender-specific, rather than gender neutral, language in policies; the consistent application of the principle of equal treatment; the utilisation of more gender-specific materials during the training of law enforce​ment officers; improvement of the gender balance in decision-making; and better resourcing of JHA agencies to enable the appointment of gender-trained agency officers.

93. "Calls on the EU to review its assistance programmes regarding trafficking in human beings, to make funding more targeted and to make trafficking in human beings an area of cooperation in its own right; in that context encourages the increase of resources for services dealing with trafficking in human beings within the EU institutions; urges the Commission to regularly re-evaluate its list of priority countries, including the selection criteria, to ensure that it reflects the realities on the ground and to make them more flexible and adaptable to changing circumstances and emerging trends";
Significant events have taken place since the adoption of the most recent Development Cooperation Instrument (DCI) / European Development Fund (EDF) multi-annual indicative programming documents. The international community has agreed on the new 2030 Sustainable Development Goals Agenda, and the EU and the EU Members States adopted new policies in relation to migration, including trafficking in human beings.

The Commission recently proposed, in its Communication of 7 June 2016, to establish new Partnership Frameworks with partner countries under the European Agenda on Migration which proposes steps to further strengthen the external aspects of EU migration policy and stresses in particular the importance of fight against migrant smuggling and trafficking in human beings. These changes in political landscape will need to be reflected in the EU programming as well as through the revision of the 2005 European Consensus on development. The EU political commitments must be followed up through concrete implementation, and the EU Emergency Trust Fund for Africa is a tangible example of how the EU has strengthened its concrete response to current challenges on the ground in Africa, including addressing trafficking in human beings. The EU continues to support actively dialogue and programming under and Khartoum Process with its focus on tackling human trafficking and smuggling in the Horn of Africa.

95. "Calls on the EU and the Member States to implement the actions relating to the fight against trafficking in the current EU Action Plan on Human Rights and Democracy and in line with the EU Strategy towards the eradication of trafficking in human beings";
THB in its different manifestations (labour, women's and children's rights) is a consistent part of the dialogues on human rights that the EU holds with non-EU countries, among them countries facing particular THB-related challenges like Laos, Vietnam, Cambodia, Uzbekistan, Turkmenistan, Kyrgyzstan, and Lebanon. THB is also raised within other specialized dialogues, e.g. on security, migration and justice and home affairs, at bilateral and regional level, for example with Ethiopia, Sudan, South Africa, and with countries across South and South-East Asia, in particular Thailand, Cambodia and India. The EEAS and the Commission will persist in their attempts to introduce the subject in the political and cooperation agenda with more countries around the world.

96. "Calls on the Commission to assess the need to review the mandate of the future European Public Prosecutor’s Office to include powers, once established, to tackle human trafficking";
The negotiations on the Commission proposal for a Council Regulation on the establishment of the European Public Prosecutor's Office to combat crimes affecting the financial interests of the Union are ongoing. Pursuant to Article 86(4) of the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union, the competence of the Office may be extended to serious crimes having a cross-border dimension, including trafficking in human beings. Such extension of competences would require a unanimous decision of the European Council and consent of the European Parliament.

99. "Calls on the Commission and the Member States to ensure that human rights, gender equality and the fight against trafficking in human beings remain at the heart of the EU’s development policies and partnerships with third countries; calls on the Commission to introduce gender-sensitive measures when creating new development policies and when reviewing existing policies";

Gender equality and the promotion and protection of women and girls' rights have been reconfirmed as EU priority by the EEAS, the Commission and the EU Member States with the adoption of new action plan entitled "Transforming the lives of girls and women through EU external relations (2016 – 2020)". This second Gender Action Plan 2016-2020 identifies priority areas for the EU efforts in partner countries, among which  is clearly listed the stopping of women and girls trafficking, as well as the support to victims and to their reinsertion in their communities and families. The Commission is working to include a full and comprehensive gender perspective in all its programming documents. It is also paying utmost attention to ensure that all its initiatives will have a positive impact on women and girls: from justice to the agriculture sector, energy and infrastructure.

105. "Calls on the Member States to enhance cooperation with third countries in order to combat all forms of trafficking in human beings, paying particular attention to the gender dimension of trafficking in human beings to specifically combat child marriage, the sexual exploitation of women and girls and sex tourism; calls on the Commission and the EEAS to redouble efforts under the Khartoum Process by running more dedicated projects and ensuring the active participation of a greater number of countries";
The Khartoum Process is designed to contribute to better migration management and to address mixed migration flows in East and North Africa. The Process now works closely on the implementation of the Valletta Action Plan and, among others on its priority domain of fight against irregular migration, migrant smuggling and trafficking in human beings. The steering committee of the "Better Migration Management project under the Khartoum Process" (EUR 46 million, implemented by GiZ, DE) plans to finalise the first country packages, ensuring implementation of projects underway before the end of 2016. One significant step ahead for the region would be to improve the intelligence gathering and sharing and to foster the operational police and judicial cooperation. Building on a Khartoum Process meeting in Khartoum in May dedicated to addressing people smuggling, the Khartoum Process has started developing the concept for a Regional Operational Centre for Information Sharing on People Smuggling and Human Trafficking in the Horn of Africa. At this stage it is important to ensure political and operational buy-in of the Khartoum Process Partner countries, but also by the EU Member States, INTERPOL and other African partners.

With regard to the rights of the child, under the Instrument for Stability and Partnership (IcSP), the Commission funds a project in Senegal and Guinea (EUR 750.000 grant contract for Save the Children Sweden, under the 2012 Annual Action Programme) adding to the efforts to reduce child trade, exploitation, abuse, violence and negligence by extending protection and prevention mechanisms at community level and by improving the access to adequate child care services for vulnerable children and victims of exploitation and trade. Another project for Mali and Senegal (EUR 750.000 grant contract for SOS Villages d'Enfants Belgique pour le Monde, under the 2012 Annual Action Programme) contributes to ending child exploitation and violence linked to conflict and crisis situations in the region by reintegrating socially and educationally 1500 exploited children and/ or victims of violence, and by informing them about their rights.

115. "… asks the Commission therefore to include the effective cooperation of the relevant third countries with regard to trafficking among the criteria to be met for any visa liberalisation agreement";

Once launched, the visa liberalisation processes follow a pattern of conditionality whereby a set of benchmarks needs to be fulfilled before proposing a visa-free regime. Addressing trafficking in human beings has been included as one of the criteria to be met in all visa liberalisation processes conducted so far (Western Balkans, Moldova, Georgia, Ukraine, Turkey). Throughout the visa liberalisation processes, the Commission assessed inter alia the legal and institutional framework for addressing trafficking in human beings, the implementation of this framework as well as effective measures to prosecute human traffickers and users of services of trafficking victims. The outcome of the Commission's assessment can be found in the respective progress reports.

118. "Encourages the EU to develop a new post-2016 anti-trafficking strategy with a stronger and more targeted external dimension, which gives added priority to developing partnerships with local civil society in non-EU countries of origin, transit and destination, governments and the private sector and to addressing the financial and economic aspects of trafficking";

The Commission is advancing in the preparation of a new post-2016 policy framework to address trafficking in human beings. The new document is to be published in the coming months. With the support of the EEAS, DEVCO and other externally-relevant services, the external dimension of the strategy is being deepened and adjusted to the current and emerging global challenges like terrorism, climate change and trends in forced displacement. The external dimension of the current EU Strategy towards the eradication of Trafficking in Human Beings 2012- 2016 already prioritizes the development and strengthening of partnerships with local civil society. This will be sustained in the post-2016 policy framework.
The EU has been supporting both the governments and civil society in different countries to address human trafficking in key regions around the world, including through our thematic programme on migration and asylum and its successor, the migration and asylum component of the Global Public Goods and Challenges Programme. The newly established EU Emergency Trust Fund for Africa
 will also finance activities in these areas in the countries it covers.

Under the Partnership Instrument (PI), the EEAS and the Commission services run several projects that encourage the governments and the business sector in non-EU countries to target the financial and economic aspects of human trafficking. For example, the project on Responsible supply chains in Asia (EUR 9 million budget, start in the first quarter of 2017) intends to support responsible supply chains in Asian trading, by better application of internationally recognised labour, social and environmental standards, principles and commitment. A project on Business and Human Rights in Latin America (EUR 0.5 million, in contract/ pilot phase) aims to promote internationally agreed principles on Responsible Business Conduct by supporting the establishment of (roadmaps to) National Action Plans in Business and Human Rights in the CELAC countries. The ongoing project to Support EU-Brazil Common Agenda on Migration and Mobility (EUR 3 million) promotes the common interest of the EU and Brazil to tackle jointly the global challenges caused by irregular migration and, among others, aims at increasing legal migration flows and addressing the trafficking in human beings.
