8.	Commission's position: The Commission can accept all adopted amendments, as agreed between the institutions at the final trilogue on 21 March, and after jurist-linguist revision.
As agreed at the final trilogue, after the plenary debate on 13 June the Commission handed over to the European Parliament's services a statement that it will investigate whether compensation for consumers in case of non-compliance with regard to the energy class displayed on the label can be addressed in view of its ongoing efforts to strengthen the enforcement of Union harmonisation legislation for products. This statement is annexed to the minutes of the plenary debate.
The Commission can also accept the joint Statement on Articles 290 and 291 TFEU, which is also annexed to the minutes of the debate.
9.	Outlook for amendment of the proposal: There is no need for a formal modified proposal, as there is already agreement between the European Parliament and Council, endorsed by the Commission.

Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: Political agreement was reached on 
21 March 2017 at the fourth trilogue. COREPER endorsed this agreement on 
5 April 2017. The Council adopted its position in first reading as an "A point" in the TTE Energy Council formation on 26 June. The file can now be published in the Official Journal.
