4.	Subject: The proposal aims to introduce the systematic checks against relevant databases of all persons crossing the external borders. The possibility of derogation from this principle is limited to the land and sea borders only. The air borders will be subject to the systematic checks upon the expiry of the transitional period(s) (6 months for all international airports and maximum 18 months some of these airports facing infrastructure related problems).The derogations will be possible only in case of negative impact of the systematic checks for the traffic flow, under condition that such derogation will not decrease the security level.

6.	Legal basis: Article 294(2) and Article 77(2)(b) of the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union 
7.	Competent Parliamentary Committee: Committee on Civil Liberties, Justice and Home Affairs (LIBE)
8.	Commission's position: The Commission can accept all the amendments, for the sake of an overall agreement.
9.	Outlook for amendment of the proposal: There is no need for a formal modified proposal, as there is already agreement between the European Parliament and Council, endorsed by the Commission.
10.	Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: The plenary vote on the political compromise by the co-legislators took place on 15 February 2017. The Directive is scheduled to be voted as an A-item by Council on 7 March (General Affairs Council).
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
