4.	Subject: The proposal for a Directive on combating terrorism consolidates the existing EU legislation on terrorist offences and introduces new definitions of terrorist-related offences, such as travelling for terrorist purposes and terrorist financing.
5.	Interinstitutional reference number: 2015/0281 (COD)
6.	Legal basis: Article 83(1) of the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union
7.	Competent Parliamentary Committee: Committee on Civil Liberties, Justice and Home Affairs (LIBE)
8.	Commission's position: The Commission can accept all the amendments, which maintain the key elements and are in line with the objectives of the Commission proposal.
9.	Outlook for amendment of the proposal: There is no need for a formal modified proposal, as there is already agreement between the European Parliament and Council, endorsed by the Commission. Furthermore, the Commission agrees that an effective response to terrorism includes the fight against radicalisation as well as the efficient exchange of information between all relevant parties. That is why the Commission supports the joint statement by the three institutions added to the agreement expressing its commitment in these fields.
10.	Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: The plenary vote on the political compromise by the co-legislators took place on 16 February 2017. The Directive is scheduled to be voted as an A-item by Council on 7 March (General Affairs Council).
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
