Commission's position: The Commission can accept the only amendment that was adopted, i.e. amendment 51, which contained the text, as agreed between the institutions at the last trilogue on 7 December, after jurist-linguist revision. As agreed at the last trilogue, the Commission handed over to the European Parliament's services after the debate in plenary on 1 March, a written statement clarifying the scope of the review process of the new Decision regarding Intergovernmental Agreements (IGAs). This statement is annexed to the minutes of this debate.
9.	Outlook for amendment of the proposal: There is no need for a formal modified proposal, as there is already agreement between the European Parliament and Council, endorsed by the Commission.
10.	Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: Political agreement has been reached on 7 December at the third trilogue. COREPER endorsed this agreement on 16 December 2016. The Council adopted the proposal in first reading as an “A point” at the ECOFIN Council on 21 March 2017.
