8.	Commission's position: The Commission can accept the only amendment that was adopted, i.e. amendment 179, which contained the text, as agreed between the institutions at the last trilogue on 26 April 2017, after jurist-linguist revision.
9.	Outlook for amendment of the proposal: There is no need for a formal modified proposal. The position of the Parliament reflects the agreement reached by all institutions in the last trilogue and can be supported by the Commission.
10.	Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: Political agreement has been reached on 26 April 2017 at the fourth trilogue. Coreper endorsed this agreement on 10 May 2017. Following endorsement as an "I" item at the COREPER on 27 September, the Council is expected to adopt its position in first reading on 9 October 2017 as an "A" item.
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
