Subject: The Regulation seeks to amend Regulation (EC) No 1920/2006 in order to strengthen the EU early warning system and the risk assessment and streamline procedures to ensure more effective and fast action on new psychoactive substances. In order to speed up the process of scheduling of new psychoactive substances, deadlines are substantially shortened compared to the current system based on Council Decision 2005/387/JHA. For the purpose of swift and effective collection of information on new psychoactive substances, the EMCDDA should conclude working arrangements with Europol, the European Medicines Agency, the European Chemicals Agency and the European Food Safety Authority without undue delay following the publication of the Regulation in the Official Journal. This proposal also ensures the participation of Europol in the early warning system and risk assessment procedure, in particular on the involvement of criminal groups in the manufacturing and distribution of new psychoactive substances.

8.	Commission's position: In line with the political compromise reached in June 2017, the Commission can accept all the amendments.
9.	Outlook for amendment of the proposal: There is no need for a formal modified proposal, as there is already agreement between the European Parliament and Council, endorsed by the Commission.
10.	Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: The Council adopted the proposal on 10 November 2017.
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
