Subject: Regulation (EU) 2015/2120, the Telecoms Single Market (TSM) Regulation, adopted in 2015, provided for the abolition of retail roaming charges on voice calls, data and SMS as of 15 June 2017, the so-called "Roam Like at Home" (RLAH) regime. For RLAH to come into effect, legislation adapting the caps for wholesale roaming charges has to be applicable by that date. As requested by the co-legislators, the Commission conducted a review of the wholesale roaming market, and based on that review proposed the Regulation which was adopted by the Council on 25 April 2017 and will be published on 10 June 2017. RLAH is also subject to the possible application of "fair use policies" by operators and exceptional derogations through a sustainability mechanism, adopted by the Commission in an Implementing Act under the TSM Regulation on 15 December 2016.

9.	Outlook for amendment of the proposal: Agreement at first reading. There is no need for a formal modified proposal, as there is already agreement between European Parliament and Council, endorsed by the Commission.
10.	Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: The Council adopted the proposal on 25 April 2017 in line with the Parliament's resolution.
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
