The deal is overall a good one as it keeps the main pillars of the Commission's proposal. The Commission made declarations regretting the outcome on some aspects (end-of-series CO2, databases, Committee rules), on the necessary budget for Commission market checks as well as the role of the "New deal for consumers" to improve the consumer compensation framework (as requested by the European Parliament).
9.	Outlook for amendment of the proposal: The European Parliament endorsed the provisional political agreement reached on 7 December 2017 for a first reading agreement. It maintains the main pillar of the initial Commission proposal to reinforce type-approval testing (ex-ante compliance verification), to make market surveillance more effective (ex-post compliance verification) and to strengthen EU oversight allowing for EU-wide solutions. It also improved rules on transparency instead of cutting the link between testing bodies and manufacturers. It did not follow the Commission proposal on CO2, Committee rules and end of series.
10.	Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: The Council adopted the proposal on 22 May 2018.
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
