Subject: The European Parliament adopted a legislative resolution on the proposal for a regulation of the European Parliament and of the Council amending Council Regulation (EC) No 1030/2002 laying down a uniform format for residence permits for third-country nationals. The Parliament's position adopted at first reading in accordance with the ordinary legislative procedure supports the Commission’s proposal to update the Annex to Council Regulation (EC) No 1030/2002 to provide for greater harmonisation.
Parliament clarified that third-country nationals who hold a valid residence permit drawn up in the uniform format issued by one of the Member States which apply the Schengen acquis in full have the right to move freely for up to 90 days within the Schengen area, provided that they fulfil the entry conditions referred to in the Schengen Borders Code Regulation. Moreover, in order to enable the competent authorities to identify third-country nationals who may benefit from those specific mobility rights, it is important that those residence permits clearly display the relevant entries, such as researcher, student or intra-corporate transferees (ICTs) in accordance with the relevant Union legislation.
Member States shall apply this Regulation at the latest 15 months after the notification of the additional technical specifications referred to in Article 2 of Regulation (EC) No 1030/2002.

6.	Legal basis: Article 79(2)(a) of the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union (TFEU)
7.	Competent Parliamentary Committee: Committee on Civil Liberties, Justice and Home Affairs (LIBE)
8.	Commission's position: The Commission can accept the amendments introduced by the Council as they are not changing substantially the Commission's proposal, in order to enable a swift adoption of this measure aimed at improving the security features of the residence permit for third country nationals. Those Council amendments are the following:
1. Two recitals related to the rights of third country nationals to move within the Schengen area have been added.
1. The implementation timeframe has been extended from 12 to 15 months (same approach taken by Council for the implementation timeframe of the new uniform format for visas).
1. The Presidency prepared a Council statement for the minutes of the Council meeting referring to a previous Council statement from 2008 encouraging Member States to use the uniform format for residence permits for third country nationals when issuing residence cards for family members of EU citizens, also referring to the Commission Action Plan on travel document fraud.
9.	Outlook for amendment of the proposal: There is no need for a formal modified proposal, as there is already agreement between the European Parliament and Council, agreed by the Commission.
10.	Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: The plenary vote on the political compromise by the co-legislators took place on 13 September 2017. The adoption of the Regulation is due to be entered as an "A" item for the Council on 9 October 2017.
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
