4.	Subject: The proposed Regulation aims at ending unjustified geo-blocking for consumers wishing to buy products or services online within the EU. It builds upon the provisions of the Services Directive (Article 20), which already establishes the principle for non-discrimination, and defines specific situations when there can be no justified reason for discrimination on the grounds of nationality/residence.

6.	Legal basis: Article 114 of the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union
7.	Competent Parliamentary Committee: Committee on Internal Market and Consumer Protection (IMCO)
8.	Commission's position: The Commission can accept all amendments.
9.	Outlook for amendment of the proposal: There is no need for a formal modified proposal, as the first-reading position of the Parliament reflects the agreement reached in trilogue on 20 November 2017 between the European Parliament and Council, endorsed by the Commission. A declaration made by the Commission in relation to Article 9 will be published in the OJ L-series alongside the Regulation.

Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: In line with the agreement reached in trilogue negotiations, the Council approved the European Parliament's position at the Coreper on 28 November 2017. Formal adoption took place on 27 February 2018 at the General Affairs Council.
