8.	Commission's position: The Commission can accept all amendments. As regards the statement that the European Parliament endorsed at the same time with the legislative resolution, the Commission would like to point out that the adopted ICCAT transposition Regulation will allow a faster and more efficient implementation of new ICCAT recommendations in the future as certain powers will be delegated to the Commission. The Commission would also like to reiterate that the statement made by the European Parliament does not take into account that during those ten years the EU has always ensured compliance with its assumed international obligations. Following the adoption of the Treaty on the Functioning of the EU, any measure adopted by an international organisation to which the EU is a party is binding upon the Member States, and the EU ensures its correct implementation.
9.	Outlook for amendment of the proposal: There is no need for a formal modified proposal, as there is already agreement between the European Parliament and Council, endorsed by the Commission.
