4.	Subject: The proposed Regulation will allow public sector bodies, such as public administrations, libraries and hospitals, to be equipped with wireless internet connections. Connecting these and other centres of community life, including outdoor spaces accessible to the general public, will enable citizens to experience the advantages of next generation connectivity while on the move, and an easy access to contents or 
e-services. The measure will stimulate demand in high-speed broadband connectivity and encouraging widespread take-up at community level, as it would have also positive effects such as enhanced access to e-government and participation in democratic life, including for demographic groups otherwise facing difficulty in accessing connectivity.

6.	Legal basis: Article 172 of the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union
7.	Competent Parliamentary Committee: Committee on Industry, Research and Energy (ITRE)
8.	Commission's position: The Commission can accept all amendments.
9.	Outlook for amendment of the proposal: There is no need for a formal modified proposal, as there is already agreement between the European Parliament and Council, endorsed by the Commission.
10.	Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: On 27 September 2017 the Coreper endorsed a compromise text proposed by the Presidency. The final text is expected to be adopted at the AGRIFISH Council on 9 October 2017. The signature is foreseen for the October II plenary session in Strasbourg. The adoption will be accompanied by a joint statement by the European Parliament, the Council and the Commission regarding the level of overall funding of the initiative of EUR 120 million.
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
