


Follow up to the European Parliament non legislative resolution of 4 October 2017 on the draft Commission Regulation amending Annex II to Regulation (EC) 
No 1107/2009 by setting out scientific criteria for the determination of 
endocrine disrupting properties

6.	Brief analysis/ assessment of the resolution and requests made in it:
The resolution opposes the adoption of the draft Commission Regulation because it considers that the Commission exceeded the implementing powers provided for in Regulation (EC) No 1107/2009 (Paragraphs 1 and 2) by including in the draft Regulation a provision related to substances which have intentional endocrine modalities to control target arthropods (e.g. insects) but do not affect vertebrates, including humans (so-called "growth regulators"). According to this provision, such substances would not have been covered by the criteria for their effects on non-target organisms of the same phylum but be subjected to a specific risk assessment and only approved if there are no unacceptable effects on non-target organisms.
Furthermore, the Parliament calls on the Commission to withdraw the draft Regulation and submit a new one to the committee without delay and to modify the draft Regulation by deleting its last paragraph, i.e. the provision on the above-mentioned substances with an intended endocrine mode of action on target organisms (Paragraphs 3 and 4).
7.	Responses to the EP requests and overview of actions taken, or intended to be taken, by the Commission:
The Commission will not adopt the draft Regulation.
In the meantime, neither the European Parliament nor the Council objected to the Commission Delegated Regulation setting criteria for the identification of substances with endocrine disrupting properties in the context of Regulation (EU) 528/2012 on Biocidal Products. Therefore, this Regulation is now published and will enter into force on 7 December 2017.
The Commission considers that the criteria for identifying active substances with endocrine disrupting properties used in pesticides and biocides should be the same, given that the same substances might be used in both types of products.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Therefore, as called for by the European Parliament, the Commission intends to present to the competent Comitology Committee a new draft Regulation for setting criteria for the identification of endocrine disruptors used in pesticides that is identical to the one that received a qualified majority by the Comitology Committee during the vote on 4 July 2017, except for the particular exemption for growth regulators that the European Parliament opposed.
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
