6.	Brief analysis/ assessment of the resolution and requests made in it:
While pointing out that it is crucial to maintain "a unified EU time regime", the European Parliament calls on the Commission to conduct a thorough assessment of Directive 2000/84/EC and, if necessary, come up with a proposal for its revision.
7.	Response to requests and overview of action taken, or intended to be taken, by the Commission:
In line with the Parliament's request, the Commission will further assess the issue of EU summer time arrangements.
As recognised by the Parliament, it is crucial to maintain a single rule within the EU, as regards time changes or the absence thereof. Such single rule is necessary to prevent fragmentation and distortions in the internal market, with related inconveniences for citizens and businesses alike.
The Commission's assessment will therefore focus on reviewing the two main policy alternatives that would avoid such consequences, namely keeping the current summer time rules unchanged (as set out in Directive 2000/84/EC) or amending the Directive to abolish time changes for all Member States. It will also conduct a public consultation to gather European citizens' and stakeholders' views, including on these two main alternatives. The Commission will report on results as soon as possible.
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
