6.	Brief analysis/ assessment of the resolution and requests made in it:
The most important issues raised by the European Parliament in the resolution relate to the Council. For example:
· the Council's reluctance to accept delegated acts in the omnibus proposal to update comitology provisions to the requirements of the Lisbon Treaty;
· the insistence of the Council to give empowerments for implementing acts rather than delegated acts in legislative files;
· the practical arrangements for the negotiation of international agreements (paragraphs 72-84).
The report on which the resolution is based was initially proposed by the Parliament's negotiator, Mr Verhofstadt (ALDE/BE) in 2016 to find agreement on the final Inter-Institutional Agreement on Better Law-Making across the various political groups, some of which wanted a more ambitious outcome. This is reflected in the fact that the resolution calls for an increased level of commitment on some issues.
Under paragraph 50 of the Interinstitutional Agreement on Better Law‑Making, the European Parliament, the Council and the Commission should monitor the implementation of the Agreement jointly and regularly. The first political tripartite stocktaking meeting took place on 12 December 2017 in Strasbourg. Discussions on the implementation of the Interinstitutional Agreement on Better Law‑Making should be limited to this tripartite forum and the Interinstitutional Coordination Group chaired by the European Parliament as envisaged by the Agreement.
7.	Response to requests and overview of action taken, or intended to be taken, by the Commission:
All the critical points raised in the resolution were addressed by the Commission in the plenary discussion.
Also, under article 50 of the Interinstitutional Agreement on Better Law‑Making, issues about implementation of the agreement are addressed in a dedicated forum (the tripartite stock-taking meeting at the end of each year).
