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1. Brief analysis/ assessment of the resolution and requests made in it:
The resolution recognises the many challenges facing transport today, including road safety, congestion, emission, pollution and the need to shift towards multimodal and shared transport that is more inclusive, and thus welcomes the Commission communication on Europe on the Move: an agenda for the future of mobility in the European Union.
It welcomes the large potential to achieve those goals through the changes in the automotive industry linked to digitalisation, but also recalls the need to address the significant impact on the workforce of the transport sector.
The resolution:
· Points out that Europe needs a better framework for joint action on transport research and innovation, calls for funding to be made available under the next Multiannual Financial Framework (MFF) to foster the rapid development and deployment of systems, services and digital solutions for transport in the future; and calls for a specific public–private partnership for connected and automated driving.
· Stresses the importance of coming up with consistent economic and industrial development strategies, in which aims such as the further boosting of production and use of low-emission vehicles are matched by the deployment of resources for achieving them, in terms of infrastructure and usage-related components such as batteries.
· Supports the increased use of digital technologies in the implementation of the ‘polluter pays’ principle, such as eTolling and eTicketing based on the environmental performance of vehicles; welcomes the Commission’s guidelines for cities on urban vehicle access regulations (UVARs); stresses, however, that more needs to be done at European level to avoid the fragmentation of the Single Transport Area.
· Underlines that connectivity among autonomous vehicles, between vehicles and infrastructure, between vehicles, bicycles and pedestrians and in the network itself must be a key long-term goal in order to ensure an unobstructed traffic flow.
· Recalls that zero casualties on European roads should be the overarching goal and highlights the need to ensure the safe coexistence of old and new modes of transport, that change being made easier by the mandatory fitting of certain driver assistance systems and the assurance of appropriate infrastructure.
· Points out that the development of connected and automated cars has largely been driven by technology; calls, therefore, for its social impact to be investigated and recognised, and believes that the full compatibility of the introduction of connected and automated cars with social, human and environmental values and aims must be ensured.
· Calls on the Commission and the Member States to promote sustainable urban mobility plans (SUMPs) and sustainable rural mobility plans (SRMPs) that are justified by the public interest and integrate all new modes of transport, supporting the deployment of a multimodal transport system for passengers, improving mobility and the quality of services for citizens, including for the elderly and citizens with disabilities, providing them with alternatives and internalising or reducing health and external environmental costs for cities, in addition to encouraging tourism.
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Response to requests and overview of action taken, or intended to be taken, by the Commission:
The need to continue and even accelerate investing in road safety solutions is well recognised, and the communication on Europe on the Move was complemented by other initiatives, describing the so-called safe system approach to road safety. This approach will take into account all elements that play a role in road safety, thus facilitating the introduction of new (more automated) vehicles in existing traffic.
A new single platform on Cooperative, Connected and Automated Mobility is planned to be created to bring together all relevant stakeholders (public and private, vehicles and infrastructure, manufacturers and service providers) for a joint vision on Research & Innovation, testing and (pre-) deployment.
In addition, an ethics forum would address issues related to transferring the responsibility of driving to vehicles. In order to deliver sector specific skills solutions, the Blueprint for Sectoral Cooperation on skills was launched as part of the Skills Agenda. This is also supported – alongside many other topics – by research and innovation projects under Horizon 2020.
The Commission is considering complementing this by a dedicated Public Private Partnership, providing stable funding and working on coherent development and deployment of Cooperative, Connected, Automated and ultimately Autonomous Mobility with a clear aim at a new mobility system focussing on inclusivity and shared solutions. Finally, the Connecting Europe Facility will also continue to provide funding for innovative transport infrastructure.
When it comes to Urban Vehicle Access Regulations (UVAR), the Commission has started working – together with cities, Member States and stakeholders – to develop guidance. This is planned to be delivered by mid-2019. This will be complemented by other actions, such as improving information and data provision related to UVARs.
The Commission has been continuously promoting – and will continue to do so – the sustainable urban mobility planning (SUMP) concept, being in the centre of the European Union urban mobility policy. The SUMP guidelines[footnoteRef:1] will be updated by mid-2019 to better integrate, inter alia, transport innovations, recent technological developments and societal aspects as well as wealth of practical experience gained through European Union funded projects such as CIVITAS.
