5.	Brief analysis/ assessment of the resolution and requests made in it:
The resolution refers to fact that following the issuance of their declarations of readiness in 2007 and 2008, Bulgaria and Romania underwent a detailed and in-depth Schengen evaluation to determine their preparedness for the application of all parts of the Schengen acquis (Data Protection, the SIS, Air Borders, Land Borders, Sea Borders, Police Cooperation and Visas). The Justice and Home Affairs Council confirmed in its conclusions of 9 and 10 June 2011 that the Schengen evaluation process for Bulgaria and Romania has been completed successfully in all areas of the Schengen acquis. However, the Council had not taken a decision since on the matter.
The resolution requests the Council to act immediately, but has no direct request to the Commission.
6.	Response to requests and overview of action taken, or intended to be taken, by the Commission:
The Commission keeps on supporting the full accession to Schengen by Bulgaria and Romania.
The Commission will also continue to remind the Council that the Schengen evaluations of Bulgaria and Romania were finalised during 2010 - 2011 and concluded that the relevant criteria for full accession were fulfilled.
