6.	Commission's position: At this stage, the Commission reserves its position. This is true in particular for amendments tabled by the European Parliament on provisions which touch upon horizontal issues (such as the notation of the programme’s envelope in both current and 2018 prices) or are linked to provisions in other proposals under negotiation (e.g. in Horizon Europe).
However, other amendments tabled by the European Parliament cannot be supported. These include the involvement of the European Parliament (amendment 1), on waste management (amendment 4), on fission research (amendment 6) and on the role of the Joint Research Centre (JRC) in standardisation and access to facilities and training activities (amendment 10).

Other proposed amendments which cannot be supported repeat in substance the text as originally proposed by the Commission including acknowledging the origin of the funding (amendment 21 when the “visibility” of the funding is already required in the original proposal) and on synergies (amendment 26 when the reference to the Common Provisions Regulation in the original proposal already covers all scenarios).

Finally, the Commission cannot support proposals (amendments 16, 17 and 18) which change the budget distribution between direct and indirect actions (fusion and fission) compared to what is set out in Art. 4(2) of the Commission proposal.	
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
