The Commission welcomes the support that the European Parliament has given to the Commission’s proposal in its detailed opinion on the file. The Commission takes note of the European Parliament’s view on the role of Joint Research Centre (JRC) in support to knowledge dissemination and sharing of best practices as a measure of EU added value. The Commission takes note also of the European Parliament’s view concerning the need for protection of the environment. The Commission cannot share the European Parliament’s view with regard to the definition of a minimum level of Union co-financing as the proposed maximum co-financing rate is set to ensure appropriate participation by Member States in the project with their own resources. Overall, the Commission reserves its position in view of the ongoing negotiations in the Council.
