Follow up to the European Parliament legislative resolution on the proposal for a regulation of the European Parliament and of the Council on the European Globalisation Adjustment Fund (EGF)

6.	Commission's position: The Commission reserves its position on all the amendments of the European Parliament. However, it expresses its particular concerns regarding the following ones:
· Amendment 1 (title of the proposal of the Commission) change of name from EGF to the European Fund for Transition (EFT);
· Amendment 10 (recital 14 of the proposal of the Commission) together with Amendments 39, 40 and 41 (Article 5(2) letters a), b) and c) of the proposal of the Commission).
Reduction of the threshold from 250 to 200 displacements and extension of the reference period during which the 200 displacements would need to occur from four to six months (for company or in regional cases) or from six to nine months (in sectoral cases).
· Amendment 46 (Article 9(3) of the proposal of the Commission). Reintroducing support to persons not in employment, education or training (NEETs) as a category of eligible beneficiaries.
· Amendment 59 (Article 9(3) of the proposal of the Commission): “Where requested by the Member States, the Commission shall provide them with technical assistance at the early stages of the procedure.”
· Amendment 60 (Article 9(4) of the proposal of the Commission): reduction of the time that the Commission has to complete its assessment of the application submitted by the Member States from 60 to 40 working days. If the Commission cannot comply, the deadline may be extended by a further 20 working days, provided that the Commission gives a prior written explanation for its delay and submits it to the Member State concerned.
· Amendments 81, 82, 83 and 84 (Article 16(1), (2), and (3) of the proposal of the Commission): maintaining the same procedure as in the current Multiannual Financial Framework programming period, which requires the adoption of two separate acts for the mobilisation of the Fund; a proposal for a decision to mobilise the fund taken jointly by the Council and the European Parliament, and a budgetary act a (budgetary transfer to the relevant budgetary lines in accordance with the Financial Regulation). In the event of a disagreement, a trilogue would need to be initiated.
· Amendment 27 (new recital 27a): availability of payment appropriations in the beginning of the year.
· Amendment 32 (recital 37 of the proposal of the Commission): modification of the target in terms of EU budget expenditures supporting climate objectives to 25 % over the MFF 2021-2027 period, and an annual target of 30 % as soon as possible and at the latest by 2027.
· Amendment 72 (article 12 – paragraph 3 – subparagraph 1 a (new): additional information in relation to implementation of technical assistance.
· Amendment 85 (new article 16a “Exceptional cases”): possibility to use next year's Fund in exceptional cases.
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
