There is no need for an amended proposal, as there is already an agreement between the Institutions.

Outlook for the adoption of the proposal:
It is probable that this proposal will be adopted rapidly, since the opinion of the European Parliament at first reading is in line with the partial general approach reached by the Council on 21 April 2005. The Council is likely to endorse Parliament’s amendments at a forthcoming Council meeting as an A item, thus enabling this proposal to be adopted at first reading.
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
