Commission’s position: The Commission cannot accept any of the amendments.

Amendments 1-2-4 – Rejected. The Commission is entirely in agreement with the spirit of amendments 1, 2 and 4. However it needs to be underscored that the Commission already complies with the transmission of this kind of information in line with the current inter-institutional arrangements and in particular with the Framework Agreement between the Commission and the European Parliament. In fact, contacts have been underway with the Bureau of the Committee to find the best way forward and the Commission hopes being able to start embarking on a more structured form of dialogue with the Committee in the very near future.

Amendment 3 – Rejected. Amendment 3 cannot be accepted by the Commission as it contradicts the Community’s basic legal provisions. There is no need for a new mandate given that the Commission already makes requests to the Council in order to obtain relevant negotiating mandates “where necessary and appropriate”. When it is not necessary or appropriate, as in the present case, the Commission does not ask for a new mandate.

Outlook for the amendments of the proposal: The Commission will not amend its proposal since it rejects all amendments.

Outlook for the adoption of the proposal: After revision by the lawyer linguists, the proposal will be adopted by the Council as an A point, without any further debate.
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
