Commission’s position:

The EP adopted 55 amendments. The Commission can accept certain amendments.

The following amendments are acceptable in full, in principle or in part, as they improve its proposal and maintain the aims and political viability of the proposal: amendments n° 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 10, 12, 14, 15, 16, 17, 18, 19, 20, 22, 24, 25, 27, 28, 29, 30, 31, 32, 34, 37, 39, 41, 42, 43, 44, 46, 48, 50, 51, 52, 60, 61.

All other amendments will not be accepted.

It should be noted that the Commission had originally expressed a negative opinion on the proposed amendment 60 (designation of the “Institut für Europäische Politik” in Berlin), introduced in the plenary session. The Commission, taking into account the clear statement made by the EP in favour of this amendment, has decided to accept it.

It should also be added that, while amendment 21 (wording of one objective of the programme) was deemed acceptable by the Commission at the time of the vote by the EP, progress has been made since then in the working group of the Council, which proposed a more appropriate wording.

Outlook for amendment of the proposal:

The Commission will orally inform the Council of its position on the amendments.

Outlook for the adoption of a common position: It is expected that the Culture Council of 18 May 2006 will adopt a political agreement. The formal common position will follow.
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
