Commission’s position: The Commission can accept certain amendments.

75% of the amendments are acceptable in full or in principle with reformulation of their wording, as they are in line with the Commission proposal and serve to highlight its topics.

The remaining 25% that could not be accepted are related to the safeguarding of the role of the Commission and other issues of inter-institutional nature, as well as to the impossible expansion of the scientific and technical content of the proposal.

Outlook for the amendments of the proposal:

The Commission has adopted a revised proposal for a Council Decision on 28 June 2006 (COM(2006)364), taking on board those amendments to which the Commission responded favourably.

Outlook for the adoption of the proposal:

The adoption of the Council Decision is hoped for before the end of the year, in such time to allow for the first calls for proposals to be published in December 2006.
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
