5.	Brief analysis/assessment of the resolutions and requests made in it:
The European Parliament, in its resolutions, objected to two Commission delegated regulations determining cases where identity data may be considered as same or similar for the purpose of the multiple identity detection. According to the Parliament, the delegated regulations in question did not lay down the procedures to determine the cases in which identity data can be considered to be similar, but sub-delegated that power to the European Union Agency for the Operational Management of Large-Scale IT Systems in the Area of Freedom, Security and Justice (eu-LISA) and to experts from the Commission, the Member States and the Union agencies using the EU information systems and interoperability components (Recital F of the resolutions)
6.	Response to requests and overview of action taken, or intended to be taken, by the Commission:
In response to these objections, the Commission prepared revised draft delegated regulations, which addressed the concerns of the European Parliament. In particular, section 2 of Annex II to draft delegated regulations was modified in order to clarify the procedure for determining the cases where identity data are considered similar. In this respect, the role of the Commission, eu-LISA and the Interoperability Expert Group was described in more detail. The revised regulations also stress the mandatory nature of the rules determining the similarity of data by providing an exhaustive list of rules when identity data shall be considered as similar. At the same time, the revised regulations maintain the necessary flexibility which will allow to limit the number of yellow links which would need to be manually verified by the authorities.


[bookmark: _GoBack]The revised draft regulations were subject to a discussion in the Interoperability Expert Group meeting on 24 January 2022. The experts were given an opportunity to provide written comments afterwards. These comments were, to the extent possible, taken into account in the final version of the act.
In addition, on 11 February 2022, a meeting took place between the Commission and the Parliament during which the Commission presented the changes. The Parliament’s Legal Service welcomed the revised draft delegated acts.
The Commission will now proceed with the adoption of the revised delegated regulations. Following the adoption by the Commission, the delegated regulations will be subject to a two-month scrutiny period by the Council and the European Parliament.
The Commission expects the Parliament and the Council to accept the revised regulations as they address the Parliament’s concerns but at the same time maintain the flexibility favoured by the Member States.
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
