5. Brief analysis/ assessment of the resolution and requests made in it:
The resolution addresses numerous aspects of urban mobility and urges the Commission to prioritize sustainable and low-carbon urban mobility in its policies and initiatives. It also highlights the importance of sustainable urban mobility planning. The resolution underlines the need for integrated, multimodal solutions that prioritize active mobility, and shared and public transport, stressing the aspects of affordability and connectivity, including with rural and peri-urban areas and for all societal groups. There are also calls for more action on road safety, in particular to protect vulnerable road users.
The resolution highlights the important role of data, artificial intelligence (AI) and digital solutions and stresses the need for collaboration between all stakeholders. It also calls for action on multi-modal ticketing, for greater accessibility, action on transport noise, as well as calling for an EU cycling strategy and 2024 as European Year of Cycling.
The Parliament calls for the development of urban air mobility services, for common minimum recommendations on urban road safety and for harmonisation of technical standards and requirements for micro-mobility transport (e-scooters).
The resolution also calls for action to develop efficient and seamless cross-borders by addressing missing links and bottlenecks, and ensuring better and more sustainable connectivity between European capitals and major cities. Also, for integration of inland waterways transport (IWT) into urban mobility and a level playing field for rail transport in order to improve rail’s competitiveness in urban transport.
6. Response to the requests in the resolution and overview of the action taken, or intended to be taken, by the Commission:
Paragraph 5 (more inclusive, accessible cities)
When making urban mobility fit for the future, accessibility is an important consideration. Around 87 million persons have some form of disability in the EU and this number is expected to increase as the population gets older. Therefore, the Commission raises awareness on the issue through the Access City Award[footnoteRef:1]. Every year, the Award rewards cities with more than 50,000 inhabitants that make outstanding efforts to become more accessible. This includes improvements to pavements, bicycle lanes and public transport systems among many more. [1:  	https://ec.europa.eu/social/main.jsp?catId=1141] 

Paragraph 6: (inequalities in access to transport networks)
On inequalities in access to transport networks and support of connectivity of smaller cities and peri-urban – the Commission recently updated the EU concept for Sustainable Urban Mobility Plans (SUMP) (March 2023), as part of its Recommendation on national SUMP support programme. It includes the aspects of connectivity between urban and peri-urban and rural areas. In addition, the relaunched Commission expert group on urban mobility will discuss the rural connections, in particular in its SUMP and public transport and shared mobility subgroups. With the Social Climate Fund, the Commission has proposed a measure to tackle potential social effects of the transition to a net zero economy right where they might arise and through financial support directly linked to said transition. The fund focusses on the most vulnerable groups, such as households and micro-enterprises which typically dedicate a higher share of their income to heating and transport and which will therefore be disproportionately affected by the extension of the European Emissions Trading Scheme (ETS) to buildings and road transport. Eligible measures by Member States include, to incentivise affordable and accessible public transport and support private and public entities, including cooperatives, in developing and providing sustainable mobility on demand, shared mobility services and active mobility options.
The Council Recommendation on ensuring a fair transition towards climate neutrality, adopted in June 2022, establishes the Commission’s intention to develop further research and strengthen evidence concerning the definition, monitoring and evaluation of progress towards the provision of adequate access to essential services, also by developing the concept of ‘transport poverty’. In this context, the Commission launched, in January 2023, and with a duration of 15 months, a study on a definition, indicators and policies for addressing transport poverty.
Inadequate access to transport (encompassing accessibility, affordability and availability) can reinforce inequalities and exacerbate income poverty, labour market and social exclusion. It can also compromise the much-needed progress of the green transition overall. 
The study will specifically help to better understand how to define and measure transport poverty, assess, and propose, as appropriate, an EU-level common framework (including its definition, indicators and monitoring framework) to address it, as well as to provide guidance to policymakers on the measures to prevent and tackle transport poverty.
This study will ultimately provide the Commission and Member States with a more comprehensive framework to direct policies and funds at the EU level to tackle the inequalities in access to transport.
Paragraph 8 (revenue use of carbon taxes)
While carbon taxes are not harmonised at EU level, certain Member States have introduced these taxes to contribute to reduce greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions, in particular in the sectors not covered by the EU ETS at this moment. The Commission agrees that public funds could be devoted to support the shift away from more polluting transport modes to less polluting alternatives and in particular to support vulnerable households and users. The new EU emission trading system for buildings, road transport and additional industry sectors, and the new Social Climate Fund come with mandatory provisions on the use of revenues for climate and social issues, including to tackle transport poverty.
Paragraph 9: (EU car-free day)
The Commission recommends to cities the organisation of a car-free day during the yearly European Mobility Week (EMW) campaign, ideally on 21 September. In addition, a concise 10 steps instruction on how to prepare a car-free day any time of the year is available on the EMW website. The Commission will continue to promote it and highlight its benefits; however, its organisation cannot be mandated due to the principle of subsidiarity.
Paragraph 18: (passengers’ rights)
EU rules on passengers’ rights are about protecting travellers against any kind of disruptions, especially cancellations and delays of transport services; they also deal with the specific needs of passengers with disabilities and passengers with reduced mobility (PRM); finally, they give the passengers the right to complain and to assert their rights. Passengers’ rights in all modes of transport contribute to make collective transport more attractive and user-friendly.
Paragraph 20: (measures to improve road safety)
The Commission is indeed strongly committed to putting road safety, especially for vulnerable road users, at the heart of its urban mobility efforts and on 24 May 2023 it adopted a proposal for a revision of Regulation 561/2006 setting maximum daily and weekly driving times, minimum break periods, and minimum daily and weekly rest periods for drivers in the commercial transport sector. The Commission is currently undertaking work, in collaboration with the members of the Expert Group on Urban Mobility, to develop guidelines on quality road infrastructure for the safety of vulnerable road users. The Commission also supports exchanges of best practice between public authorities and other stakeholders specifically on the safety of vulnerable road users, for instance through the EU Road Safety Exchange+ and the European Road Safety Charter. The wording on vulnerable users was broadened and refined in Annex II of the new proposal for a driving licence directive, on minimum requirements of knowledge for driving tests.
Paragraph 21 (speeding)
The Commission regularly underlines the importance of good speed management in its support to local, regional and national authorities, including in the above-mentioned projects, and also in the SUMP guidance documents.
Through the Horizon 2020 project OSCCAR - future occupant safety for crashes in cars - the Commission has funded research into better “human body models” to allow for more targeted research into complex crash scenarios for vehicle occupants of different genders, age, size and weight.
Paragraph 22 (active/passive safety features in cars)
Through its assessment of Key Performance Indicators in the Baseline and current Trendline projects, the Commission supports analysis of the use of safety belts and child restraint systems with a view to advising national, regional and local authorities on how best to tackle this issue.
The 112 eCall is mandatory in new types of passenger cars and light duty vehicles since 31 March 2018. It automatically dials Europe's single emergency number 112 in the event of a serious road accident and communicates the vehicle's location to the Public Safety Answering Points. To support this post-crash service, it is paramount that the relevant mobile communication networks are available on the whole road transport network.
Paragraph 23: (EU road safety targets and actions into the guidelines on SUMPs)
The Commission recalls that the dedicated SUMP reference material Urban Road Safety and Active Travel in Sustainable Urban Mobility Planning is available on eltis.org since 2019, and that it includes the Vision Zero goal. SUMI indicators will also include a key set of road safety indicators, which are essential for monitoring of the road safety situation in urban areas.
Paragraph 24: (road safety -awareness raising and training)
Education and training on road safety are indeed a key enabling element of the safe system approach. The Commission supports and rewards innovative approaches to education and training in schools, for instance through the annual Excellence in Road Safety Awards, has funded through Erasmus+ the development of a school curriculum on road safety, and is promoting exchanges of good practice on road safety education through the EU Road Safety Exchange+.
Paragraph 25: (Driving Licence Directive)
In its recent proposal for a revision of the Driving License Directive, the Commission proposed to enhance driver training, including heightened awareness of risks involved in interactions with vulnerable road users and adapting to the latest vehicle technology.
Paragraph 26: (accessibility for all)
The call to make urban transport more accessible is fully supported by the objectives of the Sustainable and Smart Mobility Strategy (SSMS) and by the urban mobility framework. The Commission has not so far planned to issue guidance regarding accessibility, inclusiveness, affordability, sustainability, safety and security for all transport users and non-users and particularly for persons with disabilities or reduced mobility. Accessibility is about embracing a design-for-all approach that brings benefits to all users.
The study on Transport Poverty being carried out by the Commission considers the specificities of different groups, including gender, persons with disabilities, migrants and other vulnerable groups, as well as rural and urban specificities.
Accessibility to the built and virtual environments, to information and communication technologies (ICT), goods and services, including transport and infrastructure, is an enabler of rights and a prerequisite for the full participation of persons with disabilities on an equal basis with others.
The accessibility requirements in the European Accessibility Act (Directive 2019/882)[footnoteRef:2] concern certain transport services. They also are mandatory in public procurement and when using EU Funds that contain obligations on accessibility. In addition, the requirements can serve as inspiration for Member States to improve accessibility in areas of urban mobility under their competences. The transposition deadline for the directive was 28 June 2022. The Commission monitors whether Member States completely and correctly transpose the directive into their national legislation and it remains available to support Member States, not only in the transposition, but also in preparing for its application. Paragraph 29: (improved access to metros, rail, buses, trams, and shared mobility solutions)
The accessibility of metros, buses, trams etc. beyond what is required under the Trans-European Transport Network (TEN-T) is mainly under the competence of Member States or regional authorities. The Technical Specification for Interoperability - Persons with reduced mobility (PRM-TSI) include requirements to make new or refurbished rail rolling stock and infrastructure more accessible. In the framework of the Strategy for the Rights of Persons with Disabilities 2021-2030, the Commission will adopt, on 6 September 2023, a proposal for a European Disability Card. Discussions are still ongoing in how far this initiative would cover the transport sector, including as regards parking.
At the end of 2022, the Commission launched the AccessibleEU flagship initiative. It will be a European resource centre on accessibility for persons with disabilities aiming to increase the capacity in the EU on accessibility. It will support implementation of EU accessibility legislation and policies, connect stakeholders, create a one-stop-shop for knowledge on accessibility and train accessibility professionals. A mix of national and EU level activities will aim to reach as many Member States as possible across all Member States, with a balance of accessibility general and technical knowledge, as needed. Accessibility in transport is also covered in this initiative.
Paragraph 30: (cycling)
On 9 March 2023, then Commission Executive-Vice President Frans Timmermans, announced that the Commission would present this year an inter-institutional declaration on cycling.
Paragraphs 32 and 33: (common standards for micro mobility)
The Commission informs the Parliament that a dedicated SUMP reference material Safe use of micromobility devices in urban areas is available on eltis.org since 2021, and that it contains relevant recommendations and best practices, including from EU cities and Member States.
The Commission has supported SUMP guidance on how best to integrate micromobility into sustainable urban mobility plans and will continue to engage in cooperation with Member States on how best to approach the integration of personal mobility vehicles into urban road use, covering many of the issues raised by the Parliament.
Paragraph 36 (micro mobility)
The Commission is currently launching a study aimed at identifying the best way to foster the development of micro-mobility transport. This study will notably assess the different regulatory options and identity the most suited solution to support the rise of these new modes of transport.
Paragraph 40: (cycling)
The Commission promotes active mobility inter alia via the updated EU SUMP concept, the European Mobility Week campaign and CIVITAS initiative. Active mobility is also supported through EU regional policies, the Climate Neutral and Smart Cities Mission, as well as through the recovery and resilience fund. In addition, the Commission is preparing inter-institutional declaration on cycling with high-level principles for EU actions to promote cycling and will be provided for the Parliament and the Council to co-sign in 2023. Regarding the Year of Cycling, the decision will be taken as part of a broader decision to be taken by the Commission.
The cycling industry is one of the four components in the transition pathway of the mobility ecosystem, along with automotive, rail and waterborne in the framework of the EU industrial strategy. The cycling industry contributes as such to the ongoing co-creation process of the mobility transition pathway. The whole process aims at accelerating the green and digital transition and increasing the resilience of the European mobility ecosystem.
Paragraph 49: (SUMPs at regional level)
The Commission encourages the development of such plans and that it provides, on eltis.org, dedicated reference material to support their development: Sustainable urban mobility planning in metropolitan regions and How to develop a Sustainable Urban Mobility Plan for a polycentric region.
Paragraph 53 (Vertiports)
According to the operational and technical flagship actions identified by the European Drone Strategy 2.0 regarding Vertiports, the next step is a full-scale rulemaking task (RMT.230) during which the European Aviation Safety Agency (EASA) will develop the full spectrum of regulatory requirements to ensure safe vertiport operations. These will include not only detailed design specifications, but also requirements for authorities to oversee vertiport operations as well as organisational and operational requirements for vertiport operators.
Furthermore, the new regulatory framework applicable to the design and operations of vertiports under the scope of EASA Regulation will facilitate the development of intermodal transport and access by the larger public to these new forms of mobility.
Paragraph 57: (urban nodes)
The Commission notes the proposal to extend the list of urban nodes and further improve the assessment criteria for SUMP; however, the proposal for a revised TEN-T Regulation is currently under negotiation between the European Parliament and Council, and the Commission cannot make amendments to the list at this stage of the process. Regarding the support to help urban nodes create and update their SUMPs, the Commission informs that in March 2023 it adopted a set of recommendations to Member States calling on developing national SUMP support programmes, to help cities prepare, implement and monitor their plans. In addition, the Commission mandated the European Investment Bank (EIB) JASPER project to carry out a series of trainings targeting cities, regions and national authorities helping them to develop or improve their SUMPs, starting by the end of 2023 until the beginning of 2025. Finally, sustainable urban mobility planning is an important topic of the Commission expert group on urban mobility, established in 2022 and consisting of representatives of Member states, cities, regions and stakeholders, with a dedicated subgroup working on deliverables covering, inter alia, best practices on SUMPs. As recognised in the resolution, the Commission’s proposal for a revised TEN-T Regulation strengthens the role of urban nodes in the trans-European transport network. This is done for instance through the sustainable urban mobility plans and the obligation to build multimodal transport terminals, including for passengers. The proposal aims to integrate the number of urban nodes, which it proposes to increase significantly, and their functional areas better in the network, including for last mile connections. It also encourages synergies between the TEN-T and other policies, which can include EuroVelo.
Paragraph 58: (dedicated programmes for outermost regions)
The Connecting Europe Facility (CEF) supports projects of common interest in Outermost Regions’ (OR) transport infrastructure that are part of the Trans-European Transport network (TEN-T). The CEF Regulation and the Multi-Annual Work Programme 2021-2027 (MAWP) give special importance to ORs: specific reference to ‘actions implementing sections of the comprehensive network located in outermost regions’ in Article 9 ‘Eligible actions’ of the CEF Regulation, support for actions improving connectivity of remote, insular or outermost regions under the ‘Maritime ports’ topic of the MAWP; evaluation and selection process (take into account the cross-border dimension, network integration and territorial accessibility of ORs); and co-funding rate (specific maximum co-funding rate of 70% for works undertaken in outermost regions).
There are various EU funds and tools that support mobility and transport in the outermost regions, in particular infrastructure, namely under the Connecting Europe Facility and the European Regional Development Fund. It is important to seize all opportunities under these existing programmes such as, for ports infrastructure and alternative fuel infrastructure, with the Connecting Europe Facility, and for sustainable urban mobility and transport infrastructures under the European Regional Development fund, to prevent any duplication of funds.
The different regional programmes for 2021-2027 under the European Regional Development Fund include already support to sustainable, clean and multimodal urban mobility, intelligent transport systems, and for road, rail, ports and airports infrastructure, together with an additional allocation for the outermost regions, as a compensation of any additional costs due to accessibility deficit and territorial fragmentation.
Paragraphs 59-64 (Inland Waterways/NAIADES)
In the NAIADES III Communication adopted in June 2021, it is mentioned that inland ports are often situated near city centres and are key for intermodal connectivity for urban logistics. Inland waterway transport also has the potential to be an integral part of urban public transport in many cities, supporting road congestion reduction. Both aspects will be tackled in the new EU urban mobility framework, an initiative planned for 2021 and aimed at, among other things, more sustainable urban mobility planning (SUMP), including in relation to urban logistics. The Commission already included Inland Waterway Transport (IWT) in the Delegated Regulation (EU) 2017/1926 on multimodal travel information services.
The “Study on Enabling Sustainable Management and Development of Inland Ports” (Pilot 2023-2025 of the European Parliament) will analyse ways of adopting inland waterway transport beyond the traditional purposes for urban mobility and short range passenger and freight transport (e.g. waterbuses, urban logistics, ferries). The study should also assess the untapped potential in the means of sustainable modal shift.
The NAIADES action plan is not a multimodal action plan but an IWT action plan. It is however mentioned in it that multimodal actions such as the combined transport directive or incentives for multimodal terminal should provide an important part for IWT.
Paragraph 67 (rail track access)
The Commission supports the call to ensure a level playing field for rail transport providers and their equal access to urban infrastructure and to fully and correctly implement the Fourth Railway Package. The Commission works on the full and correct implementation of the Fourth Railway Package: at the legal level, the transposition of the Railway Market Directive into national legal order is being checked. At the level of implementation, various initiatives are in place to assess, and where needed, correct, the actual implementation of legal provisions.
Towards the end of 2023, the Commission plans to publish guidelines on track access charges. The guidelines are being prepared together with infrastructure managers and explore how long-distance passenger services, for example night train services, can be supported.
Paragraph 69 – (cross border rail services)
The Commission has various initiatives in place that support the development of better and more sustainable connectivity between European capitals and major cities. With the TEN-T policy and with the Connecting Europe Facility, support is provided to the development of a performant rail network. With the 2021 Action plan to boost long-distance and cross-border passenger rail, and the pilot services following from it, the Commission has developed additional instruments to address the obstacles that hinder the uptake and operation of cross-border passenger rail services.
Paragraph 70 (waiting times for HDVs at borders)
“1-minute time for processing and controls of heavy-duty vehicles at EU borders”, would be very difficult as several controls must take place at the crossing points on the external borders of the EU and of the Schengen area, such as passport controls, custom checks and phytosanitary controls.
Paragraphs 71, 72 and 73: (long term financing of urban mobility) 
The Commission agrees that funding is crucial to build a mobility system that is sustainable, smart, and resilient. For the 2021-2027 period, the Commission has put in place a comprehensive set of funding and financing programs, taking into account the objectives of the Green Deal and also the necessity to attract public and private capital. Funding and financing for urban mobility are provided through programmes such as e.g. Horizon Europe, Connecting Europe Facility /Alternative Infrastructure Facility, InvestEU, Recovery and Resilience Fund, Cohesion Fund and European Regional Development Fund. 
As regards EIB, in addition to technical assistance and advisory services (such as JASPERS and ELENA) and also on urban mobility, the EIB promotes and supports sustainable urban mobility (including active modes like walking and cycling) in coherence with EU policy in order to reduce congestion and negative environmental externalities whilst also delivering wider social and economic benefits through either, the promotion of a modal shift from private cars to more sustainable transport modes and/or improvements in transport efficiency, including intermodality, automation, digitalization and conversion to zero-emission vehicles.
Paragraphs 76-79 (air quality/noise in cities)
The European cities are addressing sustainable mobility with the support of EU initiatives such as the EU Mission on Climate-Neutral and Smart Cities[footnoteRef:3] but also with the support of the Covenant of Mayors for Climate and Energy[footnoteRef:4], intended to reduce emissions, the Green City Accord[footnoteRef:5], which commits the cities to accelerate the implementation of relevant EU environmental acquis, including improving air quality and reducing noise, and the Civitas initiative [footnoteRef:6] to make sustainable and smart urban mobility a reality for all. Paragraphs 79 and 80: (tackling noise emissions)
The Commission will analyse the feasibility of relevant SUMP reference materials and is committed to further exchanges of best practice on the matter, as well as to the further promotion of measures aimed at reducing noise emissions from transport, including through low noise road surfaces, and introducing speed limits where these have other co-benefits. Radars such as those used in Paris indeed make a useful contribution to awareness raising.
Paragraph 90: (developing financial, fiscal and regulatory incentives to enable private and business users to convert to zero- and low-emissions alternatives) 
The Commission points to a broad range of action under different financial instruments, including national recovery and resilience plans, the European Innovation Fund, the Connecting Europe Facility 2 with a dedicated facility on alternative fuels infrastructure or the upcoming national implementation plans under the European Social Climate Fund. The Commission further points to the provisional agreements reached on key Fit for 55 package files, such as the new Alternative Fuels Infrastructure Regulation or the already agreed revision of the Co2 standards for cars and vans that will enable massive market uptake of such vehicles which will also positively impact overall availability and affordability of such vehicles.
Paragraph 96 (autonomous vehicles equipped with AI systems)
The new Driving Licence Directive proposal has introduced new minimum requirements for driving tests and knowledge, skills and behaviour on different technical support systems, and how these systems can influence the driver's behaviour, including their advantages, limitations and risks associated with their usage.
Paragraph 98: (development of legal, ethical and policy framework for the use of AI in sustainable and smart mobility and transport and user-data) 
The Commission is working on both horizontal legislation such as the AI act and assessing the usefulness and benefits but also the pitfalls and concerns of AI applications in transport. Many applications exist already, often improving the efficiency of transport at a system level or automating tasks at vehicle level. As more digitalisation of transport renders more data available so increases the potential improvements AI can bring. More advanced applications and increased reliance on AI however come with a certain risk. The objective is to reap the former and contain the latter.
Paragraph 101 (infrastructure in to ensure the safe deployment of automated driving)
The Commission supports the exchange of good practice between Member States on how best to update their traffic rules to accommodate the deployment of more automated driving.
Paragraphs 102 and 03 (Air mobility services/unmanned aerial vehicles)
The Commission considers that passenger drones, or initially using electric vertical take-off and landing (eVTOL) aircraft with a pilot on board, may be used within large and sprawling urban areas as part of a new Innovative Air Mobility (IAM) approach. IAM can also contribute to connect cities with regions that are either difficult to access by surface transport or lack the infrastructure or scale necessary to support regional aviation. In order to support the deployment of Innovative Air Mobility solutions providing new services to all communities, the Commission indicated in its Drone Strategy 2.0, its intention to adopt new common safety rules covering the certification of large freight and passenger drones, as well as manned eVTOL, of drone operators and of remote pilots.
The Drone Strategy 2.0 highlighted the pivotal role of local communities, cities, regions for ensuring the alignment of Innovative Aerial Services with the needs and preferences of their citizens. They should be able to play a key role in deciding to what extent drone operations can be conducted in their territories. As indicated in the Drone Strategy, the Commission is funding a pilot project proposed by the European Parliament aiming at creating a sustainable IAM Hub by EASA, as an online platform that supports authorities, cities, industry and stakeholders with the implementation of Innovative Air Mobility. The Commission also intends to continue to support the cities and regions in the context of the Urban Air Mobility Initiative Cities Community (UIC²).
The Commission’s Drone Strategy 2.0 also supports the creation of a network of simulations and flight test centres, including dual civil defence users, to address all aspects of sustainable and safe air mobility commercial deployment and facilitate technological cross fertilisation at national and European levels.
Paragraph 107: (collection and sharing of data on European transport and mobility)
The Commission agrees with the importance of supporting cities regarding collecting urban mobility data and informs that this has been specifically highlighted as a recommended activity for Member States within the Commission Recommendation on national SUMP support programmes. In addition, the Commission plans to mobilize grant support from the CEF Technical Assistance budget to support urban nodes fulfil the proposed reporting requirements on sustainable urban mobility indicators. A Communication by the Commission on the creation of the common European mobility data space is planned for this year, which will announce the objectives and proposed way forward. To support the deployment of the common European mobility data space, in particular in cities, a project[footnoteRef:7] is planned to deploy several fully operational and practical use cases in mobility data space, allowing participants to make data available and share data in a controlled, simple and secure way. Paragraphs 110-112: (multimodal ticketing)
The Commission can confirm that the initiative on multimodal digital mobility services (MDMS) is currently being prepared to facilitate ticketing services for users to compare, combine and book tickets across the EU, with a focus on cross-border and long-distance ticketing Sector-based solutions have so far not delivered sufficiently, and the Commission believes that additional obligations are needed to respond to the identified challenges. Furthermore, the Commission is currently reviewing Delegated Regulation 2017/1926 on Multimodal Travel Information Services (MMTIS) to further enhance the development and quality of passenger information services and ensure that real-time data are made accessible on National Access Points.
Paragraph 115: (secure bike parking/tackling bike theft)
The Commission will analyse the feasibility of support for local and regional authorities on providing secure bicycle parking spaces and storage facilities.
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
