The following statement by the Commission is included in the minutes of the Coreper meeting of 5 July:
“The Commission recalls that the cumulative impact of the proposals in Article 8, paragraphs (4), (9), (9a) and (10) significantly weaken the ability of the instrument to deliver on the objective related to its legal basis.
The Commission acknowledges that EDIRPA is a short-term instrument based on urgency considerations in relation to the situation in Ukraine and that an agreement is of high importance to accelerate European cooperation through the joint procurement of defence products.
The Commission stresses however that, the amendment made by the co-legislators shall be without any prejudice to the future provisions on this subject matter in future programmes in the field of defence industry”.
