Nevertheless, it does have some concerns over amendments that would unduly restrict the grounds for refusal. Although some amendments from the European Parliament could be feasible in practice, such as the strict deadlines, the increased reliance on RESPER (EU driving licences network) and the obligation of alignment by the Member State of issuance, they need to be assessed further, in particular from the technical/operational and legal angles.
